From the Desk of our Pastoral Associate 
 

The Second Sunday of Advent 
     In the gospels for the Second and Third Sundays of Advent we encounter the figure of John the Baptist, a man of 
remarkable strength and conviction.  His voice echoes down through the ages: Repent!  The kingdom of God is at hand!  
John insisted that if we are to enter into this new age of fulfillment we must leave behind the works of the old age.   
     For a very long time I worked with families preparing their children to receive their First Holy Communion and 
Sacrament of Reconciliation.  The preparation process for parents of the children was met with great joy and enthusiasm.  
The process for the Sacrament of Reconciliation was not met similarly. Parents were often fearful that what they named 
as a sense of “guilt” while they were growing up would be passed on to their children. To say there was a lot of resistance 
to the Sacrament is an understatement. With a deeper understanding of what we were being called to as catechists (those 
who pass on the faith) and as parents, the first teachers of our children, the actual reception of the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation, was for most, a very positive experience.  
     Perhaps it is language, perhaps it is our culture, but for many the word “repent” is not a message we embrace. We 
seem to have lost sight that true conversion, is  not simply a private affair but communal, turning away from those things 
that offend not just our God, but others, ourselves and even our environment. The Sacrament of Reconciliation, offers us 
the opportunity to “repent”, not by a mechanical recitation of sins but by awakening in us the extravagant love our merciful 
God has for us and our need to respond to that love by living lives in harmony with God’s desire for us. It is God’s merciful 
embrace through the Body of Christ, the Church. 
     On this, the second Sunday of Advent, let us know ourselves as beloved of God.  Let us ask ourselves what we need 
to turn away from, “wake up to” to bring peace to our lives, to our town, to our world.  Is it supporting dialogue between 
opposing parties?  Is it loving and listening to the person I think is mistaken? Is it giving space to the other, to ourselves, 
to struggle through the changes necessary to be “turned around?” Is it any number of things, that cause separation, 
especially from knowing how very much we are loved! 
     Advent is a time of preparation for the celebration of the great feast of Christmas.  We want to come to this celebration 
with hearts that are “fully awake” to the power of God working in our lives, to a sense of leaving the old ways behind and 
moving forward to build the kingdom of God. 
 
Advent Wreath Prayer for the Second Sunday of Advent 
Gracious God, Awaken us to the reality of your boundless love in sending us your only Son, and our only savior, Jesus 
Christ. 
Teach us that we must truly welcome one another as Christ has welcomed us, to dialogue with others in harmony, even 
with those whose opinions most offend us.  Show us both our need and our capacity for repentance so that we may bear 
fruit worthy of our Baptism.  Pour on us your divine Spirit of Wisdom and of Understanding, of Counsel and of Strength, of 
Knowledge and of Fear of the Lord. Amen.

Select cards with a primary image that fits roughly half the space on the juice lid, plus a 
background circle that fits inside the lid completely. Sometimes, if the colors work well and the 
subjects complement each other, you can use a circle from one Christmas card and an image 
from another. Cut out the circle and glue it to the front of the juice lid. 

Cut paper twist to fit around the juice lid and glue it just inside the rim, beginning and ending 
at the top. Choose a primary image with features that can be used to add three dimensional 
effect.  

Make a trial run. Place the image on top of the circle background, and decide what features 
will be three dimensional. Once you're satisfied with your arrangement, glue it down, using 
small dots of glue in several places.  

Cut a small rectangle of paper twist and open it out. Pinch the middle, and tie with thin ribbon 
to make a bow. Use the ribbon as a hanger. If your design doesn't include the paper twist bow, 
just glue the ribbon on the back as a hanger. 

If desired, cut out a circle of felt, wrapping paper or scrap fabric and glue in place as a backing.
